General Liability Insurance 

WBCCI maintains a comprehensive general liability insurance policy to cover club functions and activities throughout the world, in particular, the United States, Canada, and Mexico. The policy is provided to protect all Unit, Region, International Officers, Caravan Leaders, members/ agents, as well as employees, while engaged in official authorized business for WBCCI and the facilities being used or leased for official functions. It covers claims which may be brought against members/ agents and employees as a result of accidents due to their negligence or assumed negligence.  If you have a function in countries beyond the United States, Canada, and Mexico, contact the Jackson Center office.
The liability insurance policy also covers a volunteer non-member worker (who is not compensated) for bodily injury or property damage if requested to perform a service by a club member. 

WBCCI does not provide insurance for property owned by a Region or Unit. These properties must be insured by the ownership entity. WBCCI's insurance policies are not a substitute for an individual member's personal liability, collision, or property insurance. 
Proof of this insurance may be required by fairgrounds and public facilities.  If the owner of the property you plan to use for a Caravan asks for a certificate of insurance, the following procedures will be followed: 

A.  Send a written request for an insurance certificate to: Wally Byam Caravan Club, P.O. Box 612, Jackson Center, OH 45334, at least four (4) weeks prior to your event. Telephone request should only be used in an emergency 
B. Advise Headquarters as to the following: 

1. Exact name of property to be used for Club event; for example, Carson Co. Fairgrounds or Billingsley's Ranch. 
2. Location of Property. Also list dates involved.  

3. Name and address of person, company, or interest to whom certificate should be issued.  

C. Indicate any special conditions, such as limits of liability requested, or whether certificate should be mailed to anyone other than as named in item 3. above.
